M, Venter, was born ona farm in Reifelbach, Germany,
July 8, 18a1, and dicd there, June 20, 1862, Karl and
Elizabeth Anna Marie Venter were the parents of seven
children: ~Charlotte, wie of Jacob Droescher: Eli
beth A, M, wife of Valentine Storch; Karl; Frederic
Katherine, wife of Christian Giebler: Karaline, single;
and Willm. Al of these came to America with the
exception of Mrs. Droescher.
